DIRECTORATE OF HANDICRAFTS & HANDLOOM 

REPORT 2006 – 07


The then Cottage Industries, now Directorate of Handicrafts and Handloom was established in 1957. Now it has 32 centres including H.Q. Gangtok. Established with the aim to preserve traditional Arts & Crafts and provide training to local youth, it is now excelling in making unmarried local drop - out from the age of 14 to 24 years self reliant. Thus, eliminating unemployment also to quite an extent.


Training is provided in Carpet weaving, Blanket making, Handloom, Multicrafts, Cane & Bamboo, Thanka painting, Lepcha Hat making, Angora Shawl weaving in Sikkim and Soft Toy making in Kolkata in collaboration with Indian Institute of Toy Making.


The trainees are paid stipend @ Rs. 500/- to the first year and @ Rs. 600/- II year onwards. A total number of 282 trainees were declared passed out. There are 822 total trainees at present.

Besides training there is a production unit also which is now shifted under the Sikkim Handloom & Handicrafts Development Corporation, except for Handmade Paper Unit which is still under D.H.H. SHHDC helps in providing short training centres to D.H.H. trainees.


For the products of D.H.H. marketing is done through SHHDC. There are Sales Emporiums under D.H.H. namely at Gangtok H.Q., Delhi, Rangpo, Bagdogra and Soreng.

The D.H.H. participated in Buyers and Sellers meet at Mumbai in Rabong Tourist Festival, Kanchanjanga Festival at Pelling trade Fair at Bhopal April’ 07.


Buddha Poornima at Delhi Haat in May’ 07. Tendong Lho Rum Faat at Geyzing in August’ 07, Himalayan Expo at Guards Ground Gangtok, P/B Exhibition at Old Children’s park Gangtok, Buyers and Sellers meet at Kurushetra and Namchi Mahatsova Namchi Sikkim in  Nov’ 07.


D.H.H. also participated in 3rd North East Expo’ 07 at Okhla Delhi, North East Trade Children’s  Park and Maghe Sankrati Mela at  Jorethang in January’ 07 for Cross Country Experience exposure, for knowing about demands.

Different trainings were imparted to refresh the trainees and to give them more experience.


To upgrade the Skills three months Development Training was organized by D.H.H. from Sept to Nov’ 07. 13 trainees were trained.


Two months skill upgradaton & Design workshop on Handloom weaving was organized by NEDFi Guwahati with the collaboration of SHHDC w.e.f. Feb to April. 20 Handloom artisans participated in the Training.

Design and Technical Development workshop in Cane & Bamboo Craft was organized by SHHDC at Hee Gyathang w.e.f. 5.3.07 to 19.3.07 sponsored by D.C. Handlooms, Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India. 30 artisans participated in the Workshop.


A basic training programme on Jute weaving was organized by D.H.H. (Trg) with the collaboration of National Centre for Jute Diversification, Govt. of India Kolkata through NEITCO Ltd., Guwahati w.e.f. 9.5.06 to 29.5.06. 35 trainees participated in the above.


Development of Design / product workshop on Jute carpet was organized by D.H.H. in association with Indian Institute of Carpet technology, Bhadin w.e.f. 28th march’ 07. 20 Carpet trainees from H.Q. (Gangtok) participated in this workshop.
