Many of our boys and girls have been successful in proving this fact by excelling themselves at National and International competitions. Bhaichung Bhutia in Football , Tarundeep Rai and Chungda Sherpa  in Archery has become role model for not only young aspiring sports persons of Sikkim but the entire nation.


Some of the international sports person of the yester years that Sikkim has produced are Mr. Jaslall Pradhan, Asian gold Medalist in Boxing and Arjuna Award Winner, Mr. Hishay Basi, Asian Bronze Medalist in football, Mr. (lt) Pem Dorjee, Indian Captain in football, Mr. Karma Loday who represented India at the Asian School Football Championship. Mr. Atuk Wanchuk and Mr. Heera Pradhan represented India at the Asian Tae-Kwon do Championship in 1992 and 2000 respectively. Shri Thupten Rongkup Lepcha represented India at the Federation Cup International Archery Championship held in 1990 and 1991 in New Delhi and Kolkata respectively and Junior World Cup held in Moliet, France in 1993.  Similarly Rupen Pradhan made the country proud when he won the gold medal at 2004  SAF Games held in Rawalpindi, Pakistan. Master Ong Tshering Lepcha and Sanju Pradhan were the member of India under 17 football team which participated at Asian Championship during July & August 2004 in Japan and the former being the Captain of the Indian Team, Master Michael Lepcha and Master Dawa Lepcha were selected for the Indian School Football Team which participated at the Asian Schools Football Championships in Shanghai, China during December , 2003.


Greatly motivated by the glorious performances of our sports persons in a varied sports disciplines, Sikkim with a population of just over 5 lakhs, has formulated a sports policy mainly broad basing sports and creation of centres of excellence within its meager and limited resources so that the abundant natural talent that exists could be properly nurtured and brought to the National level as National Assets.

INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT.

1. Upgradation of the Paljor  Stadium :

       The work on the upgradation of Paljor Stadium was started in April’2001 and has been completed and the Stadium has been since handed over to the Department of Sports & Youth Affairs. The Stadium has an estimated sitting capacity of 25,000 spectators and the accumulated cost of construction stands at Rs. 30.70 crores. It has the following facilities:

· International size turf football field.

· Electronic score board.

· Hostel accommodation.

· Media centre.

· VIP lounge.

· Room for Physiotherapy centre.

· Room for multi-gym and fitness centre.

· Players’ and officials’ change room.

· Inbuilt public address system.

· Fire protection system.

· Indoor hall for basketball.

The ultra-modern Paljor Stadium was inaugurated by His Excellency Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam, the President of India on 22nd Sept’2005 in gracious presence of H.E. the  Governor of Sikkim and Dr. Pawan Chamling, Hon’ble Chief Minister of Sikkim.

2. Multi-purpose Indoor Hall at Namchi :

     The construction of this project was started in January’ 2004 for an estimated cost of Rs.2.52 crores. In view of the change of the site of construction and other scope of work the Government has approved the revised additional cost of Rs. 1,08,76,603 (Rupees One crore eight lakhs seventy six  thousand six hundred and three) only, bringing the total cost to Rs. 3,60,92,610 (Rupees Three crores sixty lakhs ninety two thousand six hundred and ten) only. Namchi Indoor Stadium was inaugurated by Dr. Pawan Chamling, Hon’ble Chief Minister of Sikkim on 8th August’2006. The Namchi Indoor Stadium have the following facilities:

· A Multi-purpose Central Hall which can counter for Basketball, Volleyball, Table Tennis, Tae-kwon-do, Badminton etc.

· A separate practice hall for badminton or other indoor sports disciplines.

· Separate change room for boys and girls.

· Hall for multi-gym and fitness centre.

· Sitting capacity for 1000 spectators with a separate VIP enclosure.

3. Establishment of Khel Gaon at Rishithang :

      The Government has an ambitious plan for the establishment of a Khel Gaon at Rishithang, East Sikkim where an area of land stretching to 50 acres has been identified and preliminary Master Plan drawn which is expected to cost around Rs. 130.00 Crores. The complex will include a 400mtrs.Athletic Stadium, Multi-purpose Indoor Stadium, Aquatic Centre, Tennis Centre, Archery Centre, Cycling Velodrome, Hockey Stadium, Residential Complex. As part of the first phase of the Project the Detailed Project Report  for construction of the Indoor Stadium at an estimated cost of Rs. 25.00 Crores has already been submitted to DONER which is under their active consideration.

4. Jorethang Sports Complex :

       A Detailed Project Report has been prepared for the establishment of Jorethang Sports Complex which will include the upgradation of the present ground at Jorethang and construction of an Multi-purpose Indoor Stadium which is under the active consideration of the Government of Sikkim for submission to DONER. The Department has constructed a concrete seating gallery for the spectators at an estimated cost of Rs.28.00 lakhs.

5. Construction of Alternative Ground at Singhithang, Namchi :

       The Cabinet has approved and sanctioned an amount of Rs. 1,29,65,500(Rupees One crore twenty nine lakhs sixty five thousand and five hundred) only for a construction of alternative playground at Singhithang, Namchi-South Sikkim. The work has since started.

6. Construction of playground at Sichey:

An alternative to the Paljor Stadium ground has been constructed at P.W.D. Colony, Sichey at an estimated cost of Rs.49,77,798/- (Rupees Forty Nine Lakhs Seventy Seven Thousand Seven Hundred and Ninety Eight) only. The ground requires certain additional works like fencing and surface treatment, which will be taken up after the rainy season is over.

7. Mini Sports Complex:

Approval of the Government has also been obtained for establishment of a mini sports complex in each constituency. Under this scheme each constituency is required to identify suitable land or existing playground which could be developed into mini sports complex which include the following:

i) Standard size football ground with pavilion/club house.

ii) A mini multi-purpose indoor hall.

iii) Volleyball/Basketball court.

       This project will be taken up with the financial assistance from DONER/NEC.

YOUTH WELFARE SCHEMES
