The Department of Handlooms and Handicrafts imparts training to class V passed Sikkemese youth in the age group of 14 to 24 years in traditional arts and crafts. After training, the youths can earn their livelihood independently; they are also engaged as paid workers.


In the month of April admission of new trainees in different crafts of DHH and its existing 28 Branch Centers was conducted and 415 trainees admitted for the academic session 2005 – 2006. Syllabus for all trade was introduced from this session.
