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PREFACE

The Annual Report for the fiscal year 2005-2006 for Irrigation & Flood Control Department has been prepared covering all aspects of this Department duly highlighting its achievements. 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Irrigation development in the State was initially being looked after by the Rural Development Department till 1986 and Irrigation and Flood Control Department was created only in 1986 and since the department has been solely responsible for providing Minor Irrigation, River Training, Jhora Training, Anti-Erosion Works etc. Later on the Department of irrigation & Flood Control has been entrusted with the sole responsibilities as per allocation of Business Rules 1994, with the objective to shoulder the responsibilities as under:
