THE SIKKIM GOVERNMENT RULES OF BUSINESS

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (3) of the articleflitt® Constitution of India, the Governor of
Sikkim is pleased hereby to make the following rules namely:-

Part |
Preliminary

1. These rules may be called the Sikkim Government Rules of Business.
2. Inthese rules, unless the context otherwise requires:

(@) " article” means an article of the Constitution of India;

(b)  “Council” means the Council of Ministers constituted under article 163;

(c) “Secretary” means a Secretary to the Government of Sikkim and includes aetoetafy, a Deputy
Secretary and an Under Secretary.

(d) “Schedule” means a schedule appended to these rules.

Part Il
Disposal of Business

3. Each department of the Secretariat shall consist ofettretdry to the Government who shall be the officie
head of the department and of such other officers and servants sulectalinian as the State Government ma
determine:

Provided that —
(a) more than one department may be placed in charge of the same Secretary;
(b) the work of a department may be divided two or more Secretaries.

4. The Council shall be collectively responsible for all exeewrders issued in the name of the Governor i
accordance with the rules whether such orders are authorized bguth@l or by an individual Minister on a
matter pertaining to his portfolio or as a result of discussions at a meaningcotitiwl or otherwise.

5.  Subject to the orders of the Chief Minister under rulellidases referred to in the second schedule sh:
be brought before the council in accordance with the provisions of Part Ill;

Provided that no case in regard to which the Finance Departmequised to be consulted under the
provisions of these rules shall, save in exceptional circumstamncies the directions of the Chief Minister, be
discussed by the council unless the finance Minister has had the opportunitgdmsitieration.



6. Without prejudice to the provisions of rule 4, the Minister in g@haf a department shall be primarily
responsible for the disposal of the business pertaining to that department.

7. (1) No department shall without previous consultation with the Findegartment authorize any orders
(other than orders pursuant to any general dislocation made by the finance deparimcbnt

(a) either immediately or otherwise will effect the finance of the State; or
(b) involve any grant of land or assignment of revenues; or
(c) in any way involve any relinquishment of revenue.

(2) No proposal which requires the previous consultation of the Finaggariihent under these rules,
but in which the Finance Department has not concurred, may proceed wih ardecision to that effect has
been taken by the council.

(3) No re-appropriation shall be made by any department other than &iBapartment, except in
accordance with such general delegation as finance Department may have made.

(4) Except to the extent a power may have been delegated to thersgpanmder rules approved by the
finance Department, every order of an administrative department cagveyganction to be enforced in Audit
shall be communicated to the Audit authorities by the Finance Department.

(5) Nothing in these rules shall be constructed as authorizing anytrdepaiincluding the Finance
Department, to make re-appropriation from one grant specified in the AppropAatitmanother such grant.

(6) The Finance Department shall after previous consultatitntihé Home Department, authorize any
orders which-

(a) relate to the number of grading or cadre of posts ontbkiments or other conditions of service
or posts;

(b) involve the addition of a posts or the abolition of a post froputiiie service or the authorized
emoluments of any post;

(c) involve the sanction of allowances or special or personal pay for any posesroflpssts.

(d) involve an expenditure for which no provision has been made in the ApgicopAct or which is
in excess of the provisions made in the Act, in as far asndysrelate to the functions or functionaries directly
under the Finance Department.

Part I
Procedure of the council

8. The Chief Secretary or such other officer as the Chief Minister may apgalitbe the Secretary to
the Councill

(2) If it is decided to circulate for opinion any case to the 8fians, copies of all papers relating to sucl
case which are circulated among the ministers shall simultaneously be tenGovernor.



11. (1) In cases which are circulate for opinion under rule 10, the Mimedter may direct, if the matter is
urgent that if any Minister fails to communicate his opinionhi® $ecretary to the Council by a date to b
specified by him in the memorandum for circulation, it shall Issumed that he has accepted th
recommendation contained therein.

(2) If the Ministers have accepted the recommendations coniaitieel memorandum for circulation or
the date by which they were required to communicate their opinion hagdxihie Secretary to the Council
shall submit the case to the chief Minister. If the chiehister accepts the recommendation and if he has
observation to make, he shall return the case to the Secretdrg tavho will pass it on to the Secretary
concerned who will thereafter take steps to issue the necessary orders.

12. When it has been decided to bring a case before the council, thengepaa which the case belongs
shall, unless the Chief Minister otherwise directs, preparermarandum indicating with sufficient precision
the salient facts of the case and the points for decision. Suclorarednm and such other papers as al
necessary to enable the case to be disposed of shall betettdalahe Ministers. Copies of the memorandur
and other papers shall at the same time be sent to the Governor.

(5) The Chief Minister or in his absence any other ministerimated by him, shall preside at a meeting
of the Council

(6) The Secretary to the Department concerned with a cdsatstiad the meeting unless his presenc
is excused by the Chief Minister.

(7) The Secretary to the Council shall attend all meeting afdhacil and shall prepare a record of the
decisions. He shall forward a copy of such record to each of the &t@istcluding the Chief Minister and to
the Governor.

15. (1) When a case has been decided by the Council aftessitiscat a meeting, the Minister concerne
shall take action to give effect to the decision.

(2) A case in which consultation with any other department is emjuinder these rules, shall not be
submitted to the Minister unless that department has been consulgsedbmitting the case to the Minister the
Secretary shall specifically invite the attention of the Ministeharge to the views of the department.

19. Every Tuesday, the Secretary shall submit to the Minister igeharstatement showing particulars o
cases disposed of in the department by the Minister and the&@gaee=tpectively, during the preceding week
A copy of the statement showing cases disposed of by the minister, shall simultaseionstted to the Chief
Minister and to the Governor.

20.  When the subject of a case concerns more than one department, ndaltder ssued nor shall the
case be laid before the Council until | has been considered the alepartments concerned unless the case
one of extreme urgency.

21. If the departments concerned are not in agreement regardingstheleadt with under rule 11, the
Minister in charge of the department may, if he wishes to pdoeeth the case direct, that the case b
submitted to the chief Minister for orders for laying the case before the Council.

22. (1) A Secretary may ask the papers in any department other thHeinahee Department to be seen, i
such papers are required for the disposal of a case in his department.

(2) Such request shall be dealt with under the general or special orders dafigterNh charge.

(3) A Minister may send for any papers from any department $oinformation provided that, if he is
of opinion that any further action should b taken on them, he shall comneuhisatiews to the Minister in
charge of the department concerned and , in case of disagreemenibmatytee case to the Chief Minister
with a request that the matter be laid before the Council. Neiurtotes shall be recorded in the case befo
the papers are so laid before the Council.

Provided that if the paper is of secret nature, it shafido¢ to the Minister only under orders of the
Minister in chare of the department to which it belong:

Provided further that no paper under disposal shall be sent to nayavliumsi it has been seen by the
Minister in charge of the department to which it belongs.

(e) District Magistrate/ District Officers.
() Commissioner of Police.
(9) Superintendents/Deputy Commissioner of Police.
(h) Superintending Engineers.
(vi) Any communication from the Election commissioner, edpeuwidh reference to its
requirements as to staff and action proposed to be taken.
(vii)  Appointment of Chief Secretary.

(2) The following classes of cases shall be submitted byhigfeMinister to the Governor before
the issue of orders.

State.



(i) Recommendations of the Governor for presentation to the Lageslassembly, of annual
financial statements and statements relating to supplementarjoadldidlr excess grants and appropriatior
bills.

(iv) Cases which affect the relation of the State Governméhtthe Government of India, any
other State Government, the Supreme Court of the High Court.

(v) Cases which affect or are likely to affect the peace and tranquititye &tate.

(vi) Cases pertaining to the Governor’s personal establishment and Governmemhatiesse

(vii) Proposals for the appointment of Chairman and members ofPtidic Service
commission.

(viii) Any department from these rules which come to theceotif the chief Secretary or the
Secretary of any department.

(ix)Such other cases of administrative importance aas thd bhi@ster may consider
necessary.

27. The Chief Minister shall-

(a) cause to be furnished to the governor such opinion relating to thestrdtianiof the affairs of
the State and proposals for legislation as the Governor may call for; and

(b) if the governor so requires submission for the consideration@btineil any matter on which a
decision has been taken by a Minister but it has not been considered by the Council.

B — Finance Department

28. The Finance Department shall be consulted before the issudeo$ apon all proposals which
affect the finances of the State and in particulars-

(a) proposals to add any post or abolish any post from the public serteary the emoluments
if any post;

(b) proposals to sanction an allowance or special or personabmpagyf post or class of posts or to
any servant of the Government of the State;

(c) proposals involving abandonment of revenue or involving an expenditure foh wiloi
provision has been made in the Appropriation Act.

29. The views of the Finance Department shall be brought to theupentrecord of the Department
to which the case belongs and shall form part of the case.

30. The finance Department may by general or special order presagbe in which its assent may be
presumed to have been given.

31. (1) The finance Minister may call for any papers in a casdichvany of the matters referred to in rule
7 or rule 28 is involved and the Department to which the request is addressed shathsupapers.

(2) On receipt of papers called for under sub-rule (1), the Findimister may request that the papers
with his note on them shall be submitted to the Council.

(3) The Finance Department may make rules to govern financiaduein general in all departments
and the dealings of other departments with the Finance Department.



C- Law Department

legislation and all matters of substance to be embodied in theHaill be discussed and , subject to rule
settled in such Department.

particular those relating to the Fundamental Rights.

34. If legislation is decided upon by the Minister in charge the Dapat will, if the legislation involve
expenditure from the consolidation fund of the State, prepare inltatien with the Finance Department a
final memorandum.

39. The Law Department shall then finalize he draft and admdft Bill to the originating Department
indicating at the same time the sanctions, if any, required for ithdfBny provisions in the Bill involving
expenditure from the consolidated fund of the State are modifite iimalized draft the Department shall senc
the finalized draft Bill to the Finance Department for revising, if neggsthe financial memorandum.

(Assented on 16.5. 1975)

AN ACT
Further to amend the constitution of India.

Be it enacted by Parliament in the Twenty-sixth Year of the Republic of Inflid@ss:-
Short title and commencement.

1. (1) This Act may be called the Constitution (Thirty-sixth Amendment)L8¢4.

may be necessary or expedient, and thereupon, every such law shabffentesubject to the adaptations
and modifications so made, and any such adaptation or modification sHadl goéstioned in any court of
law;

(m) neither the Supreme Court nor any other court shall have @iiggdin respect of any dispute or other
matter arising out of any treaty, agreement, engagement or athlar shstrument relating to Sikkim which
was entered into or executed before the appointed day and to which ther@eveof India or any of its
predecessor Governments was a party, but nothing in this clause shaldtried to derogate from the
provisions of article 143;



(n) the President may, by public notification, extend with such rastrjabr modifications as he thinks fir

to the State of Sikkim any enactment which is in force in a State of India attéhefdhe notification;

(o) if any difficulty arises in giving effect to any of the forgoipgpvisions, of this article, the President
may, by order, do anything 9including any adaptation or modification or anyastiede) which appears to

him to be necessary for the purpose of removing that difficulty;

Provided that no such order shall be made after the expiry of two years from tim¢eaigay;

(p) all things done and all actions taken in or in relation to thte $tf Sikkim or the territories comprised
therein during the period commencing on the appointed by and ending immedidtety the date on
which the Constitution (Thirty-sixth Amendment) Act, 1975, recetliesassent of the President shall, in s
far as they are in conformity with the provisions of this constitutis mended by the constitution ((Thirty-
sixth Amendment) Act, 1975, be deemed for all purposes to have beely it or taken under this
constitution as so amended.
