ATTEMPTS AT THE EXAMINATION

No candidates shall be permitted to compete mor e than three times at the competitive exami-
nation.

Note:- A candidate shall be deemed to have competed at the examination if he act
appearsin any one or more subjects.

DISQUALIFICATION FOR ADMISSION TO EXAMINATION

Any attempt on the part of the candidate to obtain support for his candidature by

any means shall render him liable to be disqualified for admission tothe, competitive exa
tion by the Commission.
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COMMISSION'S DECISION FINAL

The decision the Commission as to the eligibility or otherwise of a candidate for
admission to the examination shall be final. A candidate to whom a certificate for admission
to the examination has not been issued by the Commission shall not be Admitted to the
examination.

APPOINTMENT FROM THE LIST

Subject to the provisions of rules 13,14 and 15 candidates shall be considered for
appointment to the available vacancies in the order in which their names appear in the list.

DISQUALIFICATION FOR APPOINTMENT ON GROuND OF PLURAL MARRIAGE

No person
(@) who has entered into or contracted marriage with a person having a . spouse living,or

(b) who, having a sppuse living, has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person,
.shall be eligblefor appointment to the service :

Provided that the Government may, if satisfied that such marriage is, permissible
under the personal law or customs applicable to such person and the other party to the
marriage, exempt any person from the operation of thisrule.

PENALTY FOR IMERSONATION ETC

A candidate, who is or has been declared by the Commission guilty of impersonation or
of submitting false of fabricated documents which have been tampered with or of making state-

(6) The number of persons to be included in the list shall not exceed twice the number
vacancies to be filled up by promotion.

(7) The list shall ordinarily be in force for a period of 12 months from the date of the re-
commendation of the Commission.

(8) Promotion of persons included in the list to the relevant higher grade shall be made by
the Government in the order in which the names of officers appear m the list.

9 It shall not be ordinarily necessary to consult the Commission before such appointments
are made unless during the period of 12 months from the date of recommendation of the
Commission, there occurs deterioration in the work of the member of the service which

in the openion of the Government, is such as to render him unsuitable for promotion
to the higher grade.

(]_) The persons deemed to have been appointed to the Service under rule 5 shall rank as
senior to all those who may be appointed under rule 6 :

to provide for regulation of Sewerage and Sewage Disposal and
for matters connected thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Sikkim in the Thirty-
eighth Y ear of the Republic of India as follows:-

1. (1) ThisAct may be called the Sikkim Sewerage and Sewage

pipe or other appliances or fittings connected with such
drain, and any gjectors, compressed air mains, seaded
sewage mains and special mechinery or apparatus for
raising, collecting, expelling or removing sewage or
offensve matter from any place;

(vi) "Government Sewer main" means any pipe or system
of pipes alongwith al fittings thereto laid by the State
Government by means of which Sewage is transported
from any premises to its final disposal point;

(vii) "Occupier”, in relation to any premises, means the
following—

(@) any person for the lime being paying or liable to
pay rent or any portion thereof to the owner in respect
of those premises;

(b) an owner who is in occupation of those premises,

(c) a tenant of those premises who is exempted from pay-
ment of rent;

(d) a licensee who is in occupation of those premises; and

(e) any person, who is liable to pay damages to the owner
in respect of use and occupation of those premises;

(viii) "Owner" in relation to any premises, means the person
who receives the rent of the said premises or who
would be entitled to receive the rent thereof if the pre-
mises were let out and includes—

(a) an agent or trustee who receives the rent on account
of the owner;

(b) an agent or trustee who receives the rent of or isen-
trusted with the management of any premises de-
voted to religious or charitable purposes;

(c) areceiver or manager appointed by any Court of com-
petent jurisdiction to have the charge of, or to exercise
the rights of an owner of the said premises* and

(d) a mortgagee in possession;

(ix) "premises" means any land and/or building or any
part thereof;

(x) "prescribed" means prescribed by rules;

(xi) "sewage" means night-soil and other contents of
water closets, latrines, privies, urinals, cesspools or
drains and polluted water from sinks, bathrooms,
stables and other like places and includes trade effluent;

(xii) "sewer" means closed or open conduit for carrying
sewage, offensve matter, polluted water, waste water,
or sub-soil water;

(xiii) "sewerage" meansa system of collection of waste
water from community from its houses, institutions, in-
dustries and public places, pumping; treatment, utiliza-
tion and disposal of such waste water, its effluent,
sludge, gas and other products;
