(ii) In exceptional cases only, extension of stay beyond two weeks will be granted, in 
slabs of 15 days, so that the total does not exceed two months. 

(iii) Extension of India visas will ordinarily not be permitted. However, in the most exi-
gent circumstances, the maximum extension of 15 days shall be given.

(b) "Controlling Authority" means the Sikkim Nationalised Transport Department, 
Government of Sikkim. 

(c) "Government means the Government of Sikkim; 

(d) "Schedule" means the Schedule appended to these rules. 

3. CLASSIFICATION AND PAY SCALE.- Classification and pay scale in relation to the said 
post shall be as pecified in column 2 and 3 of the Schedule. 

4. METHOD OF RECRUITMENT, AGE LIMIT AND OTHER QUALIFICATIONS .-
The method of recruitment, age limit and other qualifications on other matters relating to the 
said post shall be as indicated in column5 to 12 of the said Schedule. 

5. CONTROLLING AUTHORITY TO MAKE APPOINTMENTS, TRANSFERS, AND 
POSTINGS .-
(1) Appointment by promotion or by direct recruitment as the case may be, to the said post 
shall be made by the Controlling Authority on the recommendation of the Committee. 

(2) Transfer of Junior Engineer (Mechanical) from one department to another department 
shall be made by the Controlling Authority. 

(3) The posting of the Junior Engineer (Mechanical) from one place to another within the 
same department shall be made by the Head of Department of that department. 

6. DISQUALIFICATION.- No person 
(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person having a spouse living or 
(b) who having a spouse living, has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person 
shall be eligible for appointment to the said post : 

Provided that the State Government may, if satisfied that such marriage is permissible 
under the personal law applicable to such person and other party and the marriage and that 
there are other grounds for so doing, exempt any person from the operation of this rule. 
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POWER TO RELAX.- Where the Government of Sikkim is of the opinion that it is necess-
ary or expedient so to do, it may, by order for reasons to be recorded in writing, relax any 
of the pro\isions of these rules with respect to any class or category of persons. 

REPEAL AND SAVING.-( i ) The conditions of service in respect of matters for which 
no provision have been made in these rules shall be the same as are applicable generally to the 
employees of the Government of Sikkim from time to time. 

(2) Nothing in these rules shall affect reservation, relaxation of age limit and other conce-
ssions required to be provided for persons belonging to special categories of candidates in 
accordance with the orders issued by the Government of Sikkim from time to time in this re-
gard. 

(3) On and from the date on which these rules come into force, the provisions of rules or 
orders which are not in conformity with the provisions of these rules shall stand repealed. 

(4) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken under the said rules or 
orders shall be deemed to have been done or taken under the corresponding provisions 
of these rules.

in terms of Para 6 and 7 of the Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1968; 

AND WHEREAS, on such review the Election Commission is satisfied that the Bahujan Samaj 
Party, a recognised State Party in Punjab and Uttar Pradesh, has become eligible for recognition as State 
Party in Madhya Pradesh also on the basis of the said party's poll performance at the general election to the 
the Legislative Assembly of Madhya Pradesh, and Samajwadi Party, a registered-unrecognised pary, has become 
eligible for recognition as a State Party in Uttar Pradesh on the basis of the party's poll performance at the 
general election to the Legislative Assembly in Uttar Pradesh, in terms of para 6(2) of the Election Symbols 

(Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1968;

Whereas the Government of Sikkim has taken a decision to encourage remarriage 
of widows in the State to raise their status and to ensure social security to such widows : 

Now, therefore, in order to achieve these objectives, the Government of Sikkim 
is pleased to formulate the following Scheme, namely : 

(1) This Scheme may be called the Sikkim Widows Remarriage Scheme, 1993. 

(2) The Scheme shall be deemed to have come into force with effect from the first 
day of November, 1992. 

In this Scheme, unless the context otherwise requires -

(a) "eligible person" means a person who is a bachelor, or a widower, or a 
divorcee, and who has attained the age of majority as defined in the Indian 
Majority Act, 1875 and is a domicile of Sikkim ; 

(b) "Form" means a form appended to this Scheme ; 
(c) "Widow" means a person who-has lost her husband before the date of 

remarriage and who is a domicile of Sikkim ; 
(d) "Widow Remarriage Committee" means the Widow Remarriage Com­

mittee constituted under clause 9. 

An eligible person on his marrying a widow shall, on production of a certificate 
from the concerned Gram Panchayat in which he is a resident, or of the Priest 
who solemnised the marriage or of the Marriage Officer, be eligible for an incentive of 
ten thousand rupees : 

Provided that the eligible person shall not be entitled to such incentive if he solemnises 
a second marriage - following death or divorce of the widow remained earlier 
under this Scheme. 

Provided further that the eligible person shall not be entitled to any incentive 
under this Scheme if the marri?ge solemnised between the parties would be within 
the prohibited degree of relationship according to the Customary Law of either 
party or any law governing them. 

Every eligible person marrying under this Scheme shall invariably register the marriage 
with the Marriage Officer prior to filing of his claim.

1. Short Title (1) This Order may be called the Election Symbols (Reservation and 
Allotment) Amendment Order, 1994. 

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Gezette 
of India. 

2. Insertion of new Paragraph 16A In the Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) 
Order,1968. after Paragraph 16 the following paragraph shall be inserted namely:-

"16A. Power of Commission to suspend or withdraw recognition of a recognised 
political party for its failure to observe Model Code of Conduct or follow lawful 
directions and instructions of the Commission. 

Notwithstanding anything in this Order, if the Commission is satisfied on informa­
tion in its possession that a political party, recognised either as a National Party or as 
a State Party under the provisions of this Order, has failed or has refused or is refu­
sing or has shown or is showing defiance by its conduct or otherwise 
(a) to observe the provisions of the Model Code of Conduct for Guidance of 
Political Parties and Candidates' as issued by the Commission in January, 1991 or as 
amended by it from time to time, or 



(b) to follow or carry out the lawful directions and instructions of the Commission 
given from time to time with a view to furthering the conduct of free, fair and 
peaceful elections or safeguarding the interests of the general public and the electo-
rate in particular, the Commission may. after taking into account all the available 
facts and circumstances of the case and after giving the party a reasonable apportu-
nity of showing cause in relation to the action proposed to be taken against it,either 
suspend, subject to such terms as the Commission may deem appropriate,or with-
draw the recognition of such party as the National party or, as the case may be the 
State Patty".
